What to Bring 
Sunscreen Hat & sunglasses 
Casual clothes, light jacket [shower proof] & extra towel. 
Any medication regularly taken 
Fishing tackle  
BYO Grog [ give us your requirements in advanced, as we can have it chilled on your  arrival, this is a complimentary service as we 
only charge what it costs us.]  
Large plastic bags for wet/dirty clothes or large fish. 
Keep bags small and soft, no suit cases. 
 

Suggested Fishing Tackle 
One/two rods with lures etc. Short boat rods are the preferred style. 
Two/three large hand reels, with approx 200M of heavy line [50-80lb min]. 
Tackle box with an assortment of lures, swivels, plastics. Hooks [chemically sharpened are best 6/0, 7/0,8/0 are the common sizes. 
Knife & gloves and a few garbage bags. Sinkers: large bean, round & 6,8,12oz snapper. 
We have hooks and sinkers for sale on vessel if you run out. 
REMEMBER: if flying do not have any fishing tackle/tools in your hand luggage.
